How to Play (Simplified)
1. Draw a tile and place it so roads, fields, and cities match.
2. Choose whether to place a meeple.
3. Score completed features.
4. Continue until tiles run out.

Example Scenario
If your child draws a tile with a city corner, ask:
· “Should we expand this city or start a new one?”
· “Where will this score the most points?”

Family Bonding Tips
· Build shared cities to encourage teamwork.
· Talk through tile placement options.
· Celebrate clever moves.

Age Adaptations
· Younger kids: Focus on matching shapes.
· Older kids: Track long-term field scoring.
