Puppet Show
Materials
· Old socks or paper bags
· Markers
· Glue or tape
· Scrap paper, yarn, buttons (optional)

Instructions
1. Choose a sock or paper bag to turn into a puppet.
2. Draw eyes, a mouth, and any features. Add yarn hair or paper ears.
3. Create two or three characters (example: a dragon, a princess, and a silly chef).
4. Brainstorm a simple story. Example: “The dragon lost his fire and the chef helps him find it.”
5. Set up a stage using a table or couch.
6. Perform the show for family members.
